· Inspection of Statutory Services
· It is an unannounced inspection that occurs annually. The inspectors ring when they are on their way. There for 2 days to look at the whole safeguarding services and services for looked after children. This is in addition to the unannounced inspection which took place in March that inspected the referral and assessment service.
· Environment within Southwark
· Process of inspection
· Focus groups, that will include VCS, will be called during the field work of inspectors
· Role of the ambassador
· The role of the ambassador is integral to the process and the outcome of the inspection. This is a real opportunity to highlight the good practice that is happening within the borough

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Explained that the purpose of this presentation is to provide the basics about safeguarding to supplement the Safeguarding courses that the Council hold rather than be seen as an alternative. The presentation is available to download here.  

It covered the following topics: 

· What is safeguarding?

· What is abuse?

· The role of the voluntary and community sector in safeguarding? 

· Who to call when you need guidance? 

· What happens to the information after you do report a case? 

Are organisations required to keep records of clients for up to 25 years since their last contact with them? 

It is considered to be good practice but there is no legal requirement for organisations to keep records for 25 years. 

Explained that Contact a Family keep client records for 6 years from the last contact with a client. She asked whether there were model safeguarding policies that voluntary sector could look at?

This is available from the Southwark Safeguarding Children’s Board (SSCB). The board is also about to publish details dates for up and coming safeguarding training.    

Previously it was suggested having safeguarding ‘champions’ within the sector. Has there been any progress with this?

This has not progressed within the Council but it is a good idea and something that the voluntary sector should consider.
