1 Introductions

1.1 Introductions were made by all and apologies noted, as above.

2 System Wide Sustainability update.

2.1 No issues of concern at the moment.  Savings targets are on track and being monitored closely.
3 Stakeholder event – 12th July, Thurlow Lodge.

3.1 Further developments are being done for another Stakeholder event as part of the SWS process.
3.2 SC was disappointed that there was poor representation from the Voluntary sector and Users & Carers are the last Stakeholder event.  JH reported that many people who attended the event put their names down for future involvement.  

3.3 Feedback from the day will be sent out shortly.  Feedback from those attending the event was generally good although some felt that there were too many presentations and not enough engagement.  It was suggested that information could be circulated before hand at the next event to allow delegates to familiarise themselves and reduce the overload of information on the day.
4 Terms of Reference
4.1 Draft Terms of reference were tabled and discussed.  Comments have been noted directly onto the paper (attached).  
4.2 Membership – PC has been asked to find a clinical contributor from SLaM.  Action SC to speak to CAS about representation from their organisation.

4.3 Membership – User representation will be required to think more strategically about the whole system.  
5 Benefits advice
5.1 Since the benefits advice has been withdrawn from GP surgeries, Southwark residents are unsure where to go.  Every Penny Counts offer services to just Lambeth residents.  Blackfriars Settlement only offer advice over the phone.
5.2 JH reported that there are two benefits advice hubs (north & south).  Action JH to get more details.

5.3 Claire Price’s Employment service in SLAM also offers welfare advice.
6 Users Update

6.1 The last User Council was cancelled.  Maroon and NSUN were due to attend.  

6.2 Users are worried about the implications of the Day Services review and do not think that personalisation budgets will fund their Day Care.
6.3 Action ST to forward Day Services Review briefing to Cooltan & Mind.

6.4 Action MS to send any questions/Themes in advance to JH in order for her to prepare a response for the User Council meetings.  Current “hot topics” are : Day Centre Review, Secondary Care discharges and Personalisation.
7 Any other business

7.1 OC related the case of a friend who has now been put on a Personal Health Budget.  They are no longer able to attend their activities and can only afford to pay for their care.  
7.2 A care package discussion ensued concluding that if people were not happy with their care packages, they need to complain directly to the service.

7.3 OC – society is not ready for Mental Health service users.  Need more mental health promotion and influence of main stream services.
