	Celestina Cann-Abaidoo delivered a presentation about the AMR that covered a number of topics including:

· What is the AMR
· Why the Council produce an AMR

· What they monitor as part of the AMR

AMR discussion – lead by Alison Squires 
	The group discussed the AMR in detail and what they hoped could be achieved through its yearly publication. It was acknowledged that it is a good source of data that helps: 

· Highlight local issues 
· The successes and challenges of local planning documents 

· Identify data gaps 

· Easily allows for comparison with other local authorities 

It was explained that the document provides the Council with a sound base for policy development as it is one of few factual documents that collates information from across all departments in the Council. 
Members discussed what information they would like the document to include taking into account the purpose of the AMR, a factual report. MM identified 8 particular areas that the Council should include as part of the report:

1- no. cars owned on each street in Southwark, and increase/decrease from previous year

2 - no. parking permit-holders resident on each street in Southwark, and increase/decrease

2a – A full list of the makes and models of cars which have parking permits in the Borough (without details of colour, location or ownership)

3 - no. residents on each street, and increase/decrease

4 - Increase/loss of independent businesses within town centre, edge of centre and out of centre locations

5 - Increase/decrease of saturation of certain types of business such as betting shops in same locations; (as 4)

6 - Increase/decrease of commercial and community uses in same locations

7 - Amount of green space and increase/decrease for each ward
8 - No. of jobs in each ward, and increase and decrease.
He explained the rationale for publishing data on the above and which organisations/council departments should already be collating the data. 
EO asked whether figures for Children Not in Education and Employment were known and if they are included in the AMR 
Action point: CCA to check this data and provide information if available. 

Council colleagues informed the group that, due to tight timescales, it would not be possible to include the data in time for this year’s AMR. However, the AMR will be in a new format next year.  

Action point: Planning Policy team will attend Southwark Space next year to discuss the new AMR and what they intend to include.
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
